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EXIT 2 PARK-AND-RIDE (PNR) FACILITY/BUS TERMINAL P

This project involves construction of a $6.4M, 470+
space PNR facility with a full-service bus terminal.
As of December 2007, the terminal building is approxi-
mately 70% complete, and the total project is 48% com-
plete. The building roof and exterior walls are 95% com-
plete. Water, sewer, gas, power and telephone were
complete to the building by mid-November. Interior utility
and finish work began in November. The reconstruction
of Raymond Avenue began in November and is
expected to be completed in December. One of the
project’s two detention basins is complete.

The estimated final completion date for this project

is fall of 2008. = ExiT 2 Bus TERMINAL, 11-30-07

TRAFFIC IMPLICATIONS: Raymond Avenue will be alternating one-lane traffic while it is being reconstructed. Pelham
Road and South Policy Street may have trucks turning and entering. 1-93 should be unaffected by work on the site.

2008 ProJecTs: Continuing in their efforts to improve areas of most urgent concern, the DOT will be advertising three
new I-93 construction projects in 2008. Two of the projects will be in the Exit 3 area and one at Exit 5. Brief descrip-
tions of these projects follow:

Exit 3 NB Mainline — A new section of roadway, NB Mainline, will be constructed, relocating the NB lanes closer to the
existing SB lanes. This construction will tie in the two new bridges constructed under the other Exit 3 contract and will
allow shifting of traffic under future contracts. Anticipated advertisement date: August, 2008.

Exit 3 SB Off Ramp — To ultimately reconfigure Exit 3 to a diamond interchange, a new SB off-ramp will be constructed,
replacing the existing loop ramp. This new ramp, located north of NH 111, will help to improve the interchange capacity
and improve safety on the mainline. Also, two new bridges to carry the relocated NB mainline over NH 111 and NH
111A will be constructed. Anticipated advertisement date: May, 2008.

Exit 5 Ramps — Work under this Exit 5 contract will create a new NB on-ramp and new SB on and off-ramps.

The existing NB off-ramp will be replaced under a subsequent contract. The three new ramps will help improve the
interchange capacity and improve safety on the mainline. Anticipated advertisement date: April, 2008. 6]

The work at Exit 5 represents two separate but

related projects: a 443-space Park-and-Ride lot and the
full reconstruction of approximately 2,500 feet of
Rockingham Road (NH 28); and under a separate con-
tract, the construction of a 5,000 square foot (SF) bus
terminal and a bus maintenance facility consisting of
two 12,000 SF buildings. 275 additional parking spaces
will be constructed adjacent to the maintenance facility.
Foundation excavation has begun for the terminal and
maintenance buildings. Work will continue on the mainte-
nance/storage buildings site as long as weather permits.

Construction of both projects is expected to be
completed by the fall of 2008.

TRAFFIC IMPLICATIONS: The existing Cross Street
and Cross Street Bridge will remain open to traffic
during construction, although alternating one-way
traffic patterns will be used along Cross Street to
allow for construction of the roadway approaches.

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EXiT 1 RAMPS AND BRIDGES

The existing Exit 1 interchange at Rockingham Park Boulevard in
Salem is one of five interchanges to be reconstructed under the
Rebuilding 1-93 Project. This project replaces or rehabilitates
seven structurally deficient bridges on the “RED LIST” - four
over the interstate and three over South Policy Street.

The first work in the phased construction of the Exit 1 NB on and
off-ramps includes ramp excavation and fill placement operations,
drainage installation, and placement of portable concrete barriers.
The new NB off-ramp will be constructed this winter and will be
operational next spring. A sound wall will be constructed along
the eastern edge of the ramp and is expected to be completed by
Fall 2008. Three bridges will be constructed during the 2008
construction season, two over mainline, and the NB off-ramp

bridge over South Policy Street. =

TRAFFIC IMPLICATIONS: Drivers using the ramps of this inter-
change should anticipate many traffic pattern changes over
the two-year duration of this project. The number of lanes on
the ramps over 1-93 and South Policy will be maintained dur-

tion and bridge removal operations. Rolling roadblocks will be
used along 1-93 as required. Alternating one-way traffic may
be utilized to facilitate construction along South Policy Street.
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
